       ARTIST PROSPECTUS & APPLICATION

 

You are invited to become an original arts/crafts vendor for the annual Summer Solstice Festival in Downtown Santa 

Barbara, California. The festival portion of the celebration is two days beginning Friday June 20th from 4:00 p.m. - 

9:00 p.m. and Saturday June 21st from noon - 8:00 p.m. (following the parade). The Festival is held at Alameda Park, 

which is at the end of SaturdayÕs parade route. Original fine arts and craft vendors will be located in a prime location 

separate from commercial vendors. Vendors must be present both days to participate. This year's theme is "Solar 

Flair".  
 
 The two day festival is a community celebration with continuous live music by local and international artists; 

delicious foods and beverages from local restaurants, caterers and non-profit groups; an arts and crafts boutique 

with more than 60 artisans and craftsmen; a large "drum circle" formed by parade participants and anyone who 

cares to join in the beat. The wonderful floats from the parade are also on display. A special children's area features 

a stage with storytellers, musicians, drama, and mimes.  

The Friday ÒSolstice Evening EventÓ with performances, dancers, musicians honors our parade artists, sponsors 

and the public attendees. (FridayÕs attendance is smaller than Saturday's event, which follows the parade, but 

still a very good crowd)  

The parade starts at high noon, on Saturday June 21st and concludes at the festival site. Creative floats, fascinating 

costumes, and brilliant masks begin their journey from Cota Street up State Street to Micheltorena, transforming 

downtown Santa Barbara into a vibrant splash of color, music and dance. People-powered floats reignite the creative 

spirit of Santa Barbara. Commercial elements, such as written words, advertisements, live animals, or motorized 

vehicles (except wheelchairs) are excluded from the Parade, as is nudity.  

Artist & Vendor Sel ection  

Artists are selected on the basis of quality of work and medium type. Our selection committee will choose 

approximately sixty artists that compliment the overall theme and atmosphere of this Festival. Works produced 

commercially, or with commercial kits or molds, are not eligible. If you were chosen by Jury to participate in last years 
 

festival as an Arts & Crafts vendor your work will not need to be juried this year.  

Booth Specifics  

All spaces are located in Alameda Park West in downtown Santa Barbara. 10' x 10' spaces will be provided in the 

grassy park. Most but not all spaces will be in clusters of 4 booths back-to-back and side-to-side creating corner 

spaces for most exhibitors. The back row of booths with their backs to Anacapa Street will be side by side. Your own 

tent structure and/or display panels must be used. Vendors will be restricted to only the amount of 10' x 10' spaces 

reserved. 10x20 or 20 x20 spaces are available by request at the same per space cost, i.e. 10x10 = $350, 10x20 = 

$700, 20x20 = $1400. Specific locations will be assigned on a first-come first-served basis. Booths cannot be  
 

staked into the lawn.

Entry Requirements  

Along with the completed application form, please include a $350.00 Make Check Payable to Summer Solstice 
Celebration for each 10' x 10' space requested.  If your work is accepted, your check will be immediately deposited 
and you will receive an acceptance letter in confirmation and request for your cleaning deposit. If your work was 
chosen at last years Festival you will not need to submit samples of your work this year. 

If your work is not accepted, your check will be returned to you, along with your slides. To ensure Festival balance, 
no more than twenty percent of the total number of artists will be accepted in each media.

Slides/photos will be returned to you the last day of the Festival. 

Refunds You may cancel participation in this Festival for any reason and receive a full refund prior to Friday, June 1, 
2008.  After this date, there will be no refunds for cancellations.
